Attendance at Games :  If you are unable to attend training or any of your games, you must  let your coach know well 
in advance.  With notice substitute players may be arranged .  If we cannot field a team the club is fined and it is 
unfair to let your coach and team down when they are expecting you to turn up.  
 
Games - The game charge for the Summer season is $5.50 per game.  Fixtures for the first three games will be 
issued prior to your first game via your coach or team contact.    
 
Uniforms  – Each team member must wear the club uniform which is sold at the Uniform Room at Balwyn High 
School Stadium.  Opening times for the 2009/10 Summer season will be held in Week 1 of Term 4 as per the 
enclosed sheet . If you have any further enquires please contact the Donna McDowell on 9857 6685 between 
6.00pm and 8.30pm Monday to Friday throughout the school term.   
 
Singlet Number Clashes  – Some players may have a singlet Number clash with another player in the team.  
Those players who need to come to uniform night to change their singlet will receive a letter prior to the start of the 
season.  If you are one of the players with a No. clash but have NOT received a letter you are not required to 
change your singlet.  If in doubt contact Donna.

Top box 
Record where you came in the finals. 
e.g. Runners – Up or  Premiers 
 
Middle box 
Season 
i.e. Winter 2009 
 
Last box 
The age level and grade of the team you played in. 
E.G. U9 Girls B3 (This info is available from the EDJBA 
finals fixtures: www.edjba.basketball.net.au) 
 
Big triangle 
Record your Coach and then list the players in the team 
in any order. 
 
Take the time to do this as it is great memento to look 
back on.
